We visited the Chiang Mai zoo, an insect museum, and this famous 
umbrella factory at Bo San.  We saw the entire process of traditional um-
brella-making: from chopping bamboo to making paper to painting the 
beautiful designs.  In Chiang Mai we saw traditional Thai dance for the first 
time, and in Chiang Rai, a traditional candle dance of the Hilltribes (right).
