Skin may be red or pale and waxy, blisters, charring may be present

Area may be swollen and weeping

Location


Mouth and throat are particularly dangerous, as are severe burns to chest and abdomen, also eyes

Cause


Risk of internal damage, slow development of burn

Treatment

Cool area for 10-20 minutes under cold running water

Release constrictions
