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I watched two movies Friday. The first one is Gone with the Wind and the second one is the Roots. The two images evoke in my mind are totally different. The first movie was portrayed the slaves’ lives are happily and enjoyable. The second movie was portrayed the images of horrible life, where slaves were farming while the owner is watching.

According to the Gone with the Wind movie, the housekeeper is caring and loving her boss. She keeps asking the lady to eat breakfast before getting out of the house and there is another image that I saw in the movie, the slaves who are working on the field are laughing and ringing the bell to tell the day work was ended. They slaves in this movie seems to be satisfy and willing to be slaves for whites. The whites’ lives are happily with parties and champagnes. 
When I watched Roots, the images were like 180 degrees opposite. The young black man is wishing to get back to his homeland and he has a plan to escape by using a small piece of metal to cut off his chain to find the freedom for himself.
